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Elements of this kampfgruppe were involved in the defense of Nijmegen and the area just north
of it for the first 4 or 5 days of the campaign. Some of these troops were already organized into the
initial defense of Nijmegen when 2 companies of the 508th Regiment first entered the city on the
evening of Day 1. Realistically, the Paras would probably have needed most of a regiment to capture the
road and rail bridges at Nijmegen on the first day.

Most of these units became part of Kampfgruppe Reinhold on Day 2.
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
