Kampfgruppe Jungwirth September 18-26, 1944
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Jungwirth commanded a mix of regular army and paratrooper units, mostly replacements not yet
assigned, along with a battalion from the depleted 59th Grenadier Division. This group harassed Hell’s
Highway from the west starting on Day 2 and continued doing so for a week.
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
